HARDIN COUNTY FISCAL COURT

REGULAR MEETING

MAY 26, 2009


Judge/Executive Harry L. Berry called the Hardin County Fiscal Court Meeting to order and requested a roll call vote.  Voting:  Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes.


The invocation was given by Commissioner Hay.


Commissioner King led the court in the pledge of allegiance.


Jo Emary, Executive Director, Radcliff-Hardin County Chamber of Commerce, presented the Chamber Update.


Judge Berry wanted the record to note that the Hardin County Public Health Department 2009/2010 Budget had been received.


Department Reports were presented by:


David Underwood, Emergency Medical Services


Bob Hornback, E-911 Dispatch Center


Jailer Louis Lawson, Hardin County Detention Center


Judge Berry announced in court that a civil suit filed in Circuit Court was ruled in favor of Hardin County Fiscal Court in that the Fiscal Court did not violate the open meetings law.


Committee Reports:


Commissioner Hay with the Engineering, Planning and Public Works Committee reported that the Planning Commission had recently met.  He reported on the Farmer’s Market and the new building that will be constructed.


Commissioner Brandenburg with the Solid Waste and Community Support Committee reported that two grants would be received to continue recycling.


Commissioner King with the Resources and Emergency Services Committee reported on his committee that dealt with employee benefits.


Judge Berry opened the floor for additional discussion on the proposed 2009/2010 budget.


Judge Berry continued the discussion on the refinancing of the landfill debt.  He has recently discovered that some of the debt cannot be restructured.


Judge Berry provided the court a slide presentation of what was being received in revenue and how much the expenses are at the landfill.  A new slide was shown that reduced the payment to $1,949,041 instead of $2,508,824.  Another slide showed the escrow payment being extended and this reduced payments on a monthly basis.  In the near future a new cell will be built and more expenses will be incurred.

Commissioner Hay asked, if new project that is planned could financing be extended more years to reduce payments per year?

Commissioner Brandenburg addressed the Rocket Docket issue.  He wanted to fund Rocket Docket fully at $100,000.00.  He proposed that this could be done by not funding the GIS position and the Community Coordinator position recently proposed.


Brandenburg moved and no one seconded to fund Rocket Docket at $100,000.00.  For a lack of a second, motion failed.

Brandenburg moved and no one seconded to drop the two new positions of GIS Coordinator and the Community Coordinator positions recently proposed.  For a lack of second, motion failed.


Judge Berry asked the court for further discussion on the Magisterial Reapportionment and reminded the court of the June 22nd deadline date.


Commissioner Brandenburg commented that whatever is decided by this court in his opinion would be around for a long time.  He liked Mr. Percell’s plan best.  He also liked the compromise plan by Mr. Parrett.  He felt that compromise was important.


Brandenburg moved and Judge Berry seconded to adopt the Magisterial Reapportionment plan proposed by Mr. Percell.  Voting:  King no, Brandenburg yes, Hay no, Judge Berry yes.


King moved and Hay seconded to adhere to the Commission vote of adopting the old magisterial districts prior to commissioner form of government.  Voting:  Brandenburg no, Hay yes, Judge Berry no, King yes.


Hay moved and Brandenburg seconded to adopt plan number 5 proposed by Mr. Parrett.  Voting:  Hay yes, Judge Berry no, King no, Brandenburg yes.

Brandenburg moved and Judge Berry seconded to adopt Judge Berry’s Proposal No. 1.  Voting:  Judge Berry yes, King no, Brandenburg yes, Hay no.


Hay moved and King seconded to approve Resolution No. 2009-065 declaring 80 voting machines as surplus property.  Voting:  King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes.


King moved and Hay seconded to approve Resolution No. 2009-067 regarding a Homeland Security Grant ($48,951) for EMS.  Voting:  Brandenburg yes, Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes.


King moved and Hay seconded to approve Resolution No. 2009-069 appointing Danny Percell a member to the Tax Board of Appeals.  Voting:  Hay yes, Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes.


King moved and Judge Berry seconded to approve the Consent Agenda to include approving payroll with liability checks dated 05/15/09, approve Claims Batch No. 11-7026, approve Resolution No. 2009-066 relating to budget transfers, approve Resolution No. 2009-064 relating to EMS personnel (Earl Eskridge), approve Resolution No. 2009-068 relating to Road Department personnel (Russell Lucas), approve Hardin County Detention Center’s April 2009 report, approve Engineering, Planning and Public Works Committee 05/18/09 minutes, and approve Fiscal Court 05/13/09 minutes.  Voting:  Judge Berry yes, King yes, Brandenburg yes, Hay yes.


Judge Berry announced that June 2nd will be a Called Meeting and June 16th will be a Called Meeting.
